Pilate14 sealed in His blood,15 

• Let the righteous smite me; it shall be a kindness: and let him reprove me; it shall be an excellent oil, which 
shall not break my head: for yet my prayer also shall be in their calamities. Psalms 141:5 

• While the king [sitteth] at his table, my spikenard sendeth forth the smell thereof. Song of Solomon 1:12 
• And being in Bethany in the house of Simon the leper, as he sat at meat, there came a woman having an 

alabaster box of ointment of spikenard very precious; and she brake the box, and poured [it] on his head. Mark 
14:3 

• The Spirit of the Lord [is] upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent  
me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set  
at liberty them that are bruised,Luke 4:18 

• Thou gavest me no kiss: but this woman since the time I came in hath not ceased to kiss my feet. My head 
with oil thou didst not anoint: but this woman hath anointed my feet with ointment. Luke 7:45-46 

• Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very costly, and anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped his 
feet with her hair: and the house was filled with the odour of the ointment.

14And set up over his head his accusation written, THIS IS JESUS THE KING OF THE JEWS. Matthew 27:37 
• And the superscription of his accusation was written over, THE KING OF THE JEWS. Mark 15:26 
• Luke 23:38 And a superscription also was written over him in letters of Greek, and Latin, and Hebrew, THIS 

IS THE KING OF THE JEWS. 
• And Pilate wrote a title, and put [it] on the cross. And the writing was, JESUS OF NAZARETH THE KING 

OF THE JEWS. John 19:19

• And they sung a new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou  

wast slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and  
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And that He is ascended16 as Highest Judge and is 
seated at the Right Hand17 of the Father in the 

Kingdom of Heaven.18

Ghost, he hath shed forth this, which ye now see and hear. Acts 2:33 
• For David is not ascended into the heavens: but he saith himself, The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou on 

my right hand,Acts 2:34 
• Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of [our] faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the  

cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God. Hebrews 12:2 
18And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto me in heaven and in earth.Matthew 

28:18 
• And then shall he send his angels, and shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from the uttermost 

part of the earth to the uttermost part of heaven. Mark 13:27 
• And he said unto them, When ye pray,  say, Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy 

kingdom come. Thy will be done, as in heaven, so in earth. Luke 11:2 
• I tell you that he will avenge them speedily. Nevertheless when the Son of man cometh, shall he find faith on 

the earth?

• But I have greater witness than [that] of John: for the works which the Father hath given me to finish, the  

same works that I do, bear witness of me, that the Father hath sent me. John 5:36 
• And yet if I judge, my judgment is true: for I am not alone, but I and the Father that sent me. John 8:16 
• At that day ye shall know that I [am] in my Father, and ye in me, and I in you. John 14:20

• Conscience, I say, not thine own, but of the other: for why is my liberty judged of another [man's] conscience?

• Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord [is], there [is] liberty. 2 Corinthians 3:17 
• Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free, and be not entangled again with the 

yoke of bondage.

• And when ye stand praying, forgive, if ye have ought against any: that your Father also which is in heaven 

may forgive you your trespasses.
